Addendum to Broadcast License Agreement (Children’s Programming)

To meet the FCC’s requirements, the website page address given during, before, or after a children’s television program may not have any e-commerce or commercial links. Programmer shall comply with the FCC’s standards, and agrees to the following restrictions on the posting of all website addresses:

1. The website address provided during any children’s television program shall be directed to a website page within the website that contains: no references to buying any product, no product sales, no commercial activities, and has no advertising.

2. From the first website address provided there can be a link(s) directing visitors to another page, such as a “Kid’s Club” or free member registration page (the second page). Like the first page, this page may not contain any references for product sales, commercial activities, or contain advertising. This must to be another noncommercial and informational page.

3. From the “Kid’s Club” or free registration page—the second noncommercial page in the chain of links from the original address—there may be a link to a third page where there are commercial links (for a store, buy merchandise, etc.).

4. At the fourth page in this chain of links there may be product sales and commercial activities (like concert announcements, CD and DVD sales, etc.).

Programmer represents and warrants that the programming, and all program content, it provides to the Trinity Broadcasting Network under the terms of its Broadcast License Agreement shall follow the above noted restrictions, and shall be in compliance with the FCC’s requirements regarding the inclusion of a website address during, before, or after a Children’s Television program, as defined in FCC Rule 73.671, 47 C.F.R. 73.671.
